RE-OPENING OF TOWNSHIP FACILITIES AND 
BUILDINGS
The Township has not set a date for the reopening of Township facilities and buildings, 
but it is expected that it will not open to the public until after the summer.  The Township 
is ensuring that measures are in place before opening facilities and buildings, such as staff 
wearing proper PPE when they cannot physically distance,  in order to protect residents, 
employees and the community. Decisions will be made based on provincial direction and 
recommendations from health professionals and will be communicated to the public in a 
timely manner.
